THE PAGEANT

The Green Man is an ancient Pagan symbol of nature and fertility
frequently depicted in carvings in old churches as a face sprouting
foliage. A splendid green man carving can be seen in St Mary the Virgin
Church in Pilton.

The Prior of the Benedictine Priory of Pilton lived in at The Bull House
below the church until the reformation.The ritual enacted at Green Man
Day is believed to represent the initial antagonism of the two characters,
Prior and Green Man, represented by Red and Green masks and the
subsequent inclusion of the Pagan figure within the church. Under the
direction of Bev Neighbour and Pip Cartmell, it takes place in the arena at
the top of Rotary Gardens.
